For your ultimate security every Tricept door is now fitted
with a unique cylinder-free multipoint lock system designed
exclusively to fit both entrance doors and french doors.

The Tricept lock system includes top and bottom shoot-bolts,
3 outer/inner facing hook locks and a centre locking latch.

In addition 4 roller cams add to the security whilst ensuring
maximum weather seal.

To ensure a smooth operation all of the ten locking mechanisms are thrown simply by lifting the handle
upwards and then key locked in the fixed position. French doors will include shoot bolts to the slave

Fensa stands for the Fenestration Self-Assessment Scheme. It was set up
at the request of the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister to ensure that
anyone who installs replacement windows or doors complies with current
thermal performance and safety standards. The reason for this is to
reduce energy loss in line with government policy.

When having windows and doors replaced homeowners must ensure
that they get a certificate of compliance. This will be organised upon \\
completion by your Fensa registered installer. Indeed, upon selling your v

property your solicitor will ask for this certificate as proof of compliance. \
